Forty years ago in God B.C. Anthony Phillips showed how
the Hebrews gradually developed their ideas about the God
revealed in the scriptures known to Christians as the Old
Testament. This revised and much expanded volume revisits
that work in the light of more recent scholarship and provides
a lucid introduction to the nature of the God whom Jesus
called “Father”.

Phillips describes how the Hebrews' faith was constantly
reinterpreted as a result of historical events. Yet over some
things they were forced to remain agnostic. This is confirmed
by Jesus, who upheld the validity of the law and the prophets,
but died with an unanswered question on his lips. In a
passionate conclusion Phillips urges Christians to follow
Jesus and embrace their humanity.

ANTHONY PHILLIPS is widely published. He was born in
Cornwall in 1936. After leaving school he trained as a solicitor
and, after practicing briefly in London, offered himself for
ordination in the Church of England. He read theology at King’s
College, London and then undertook a PhD studying the Ten
Commandments at Gonwville and Caius College, Cambridge.
His thesis was published as “Ancient Israel’s Criminal Law".

In 1966, following a short period at the College of the
Resurrection, Mirfield, Phillips was ordained to a curacy
in Cambridge. Three years later, he was elected Dean and
Chaplain of Trinity Hall, Cambridge where he taught Old
Testament Studies. During this time he undertook television
work for ATV and made and presented documentaries for
BBC Radio 3. He was also appointed Canon Theologian of
Truro Cathedral.

In 1975 he moved to be Chaplain of St John’s College, Oxford
where he continued to teach Old Testament studies. In
1986 he was appointed Headmaster of The King’s School,
Canterbury which he made fully co-educational. He became
an Honorary Canon of the Cathedral.

After ten years as Headmaster, Phillips retired to his native
Cornwall where he played a full part in the life of the church,
educational and arts institutions, lectured on cruise ships, and
travelled widely in Europe, the Middle East and the USA. In
Who's Who, he describes his recreations as gardening and
beachcombing. He is a Liveryman of the Broderers Company.
Recently he returned to live in Oxford, and is married with
two sons and a daughter.

Henry Baker Tristram was a surprising and remarkable man:
explorer, ornithologist, and priest. With his wild beard (for
which he required special permission from his bishop) he
undertook expeditions to the Sahara and Palestine at a time
when doing so was even more fraught with danger thaniit is
today. As a founding member of the British Ornithologists’
Union (BOU), he contributed regularly to its journal, Ibis, as
well as other scientific journals. Tristram’s nickname in the
BOU was “Sacred lbis".

Tristram was a collector par excellence, acquiring extensive
collections running to tens of thousands of specimens,
primarily of birds, but also of plants, fish, mammals, insects,
molluscs, geological samples and archaeological material.
He was the first scientist to support Charles Darwin in print,
and became a Fellow of the Royal Society in 1868 supported
by his great friend Alfred Newton as well as Darwin.

This book follows Tristram'’s epic adventures and love for
birds—from his boyhood on the moors of Northumberland to
his time as a Residentiary Canon of Durham Cathedral—and
the people that influenced him—from his dislike of Gladstone
whom he met as a fresher in Oxford to the offer of the
Bishopric of Jerusalem by Disraeli (which Tristram declined).
In the book are over 80 colour plates and a reproduction of
Darwin’s first letter to Tristram.

Nothing, no amount of training, could have prepared a small
group of soldiers from the Durham Light Infantry for what
they discovered on 18 April 1945, less than a month before
the end of WWII in Europe.

Of the fifty-five million killed during the war, over ten per
cent were murdered civilians. This book is about how the
world came to hear about these murders in what later came
to be called the Holocaust.

Through the words of those brave soldiers who made the
ghastly discoveries, and the thoughts of the survivors of
Bergen-Belsen Concentration Camp, we are told the story
of the infantrymen who uncovered those monstrous crimes
seventy years ago, and the traumatic effect it had on their lives.
